

9. Ecological Appraisal 
Selly Oak Park – North Side Canal Restoration

SUMMARY.

Planning permission is being sought to restore the canal along the North side of Selly Oak Park.
The disused canal consists of two parts separated by a 220 year old bridge.  A 70 yard length known as Harborne Wharf has mostly been filled with inert builders’ rubble, there is also some water from rainfall, it dries out in summer.
The West part of the site also has some water in winter and while no amphibians have been found it seems a suitable site for amphibians. Mostly the site has been partly filled by garden refuse. The trees are included in a trees survey of Castle walkway completed by the parks department, the survey covers over 900 trees, it’s planned to remove 68 of mostly the smaller trees which have self seeded.
Restoring the disused canal will provide a more varied habitat. A habitat suitable for amphibians, water voles, and other aquatic species. We would expect to introduce fish to the canal with the return of kingfishers and herons as well as ducks and geese, we might be fortunate in attracting swans to the park.
The removal of trees will be done carefully to ensure that there is no harm to nesting birds. Whilst removing self seeded trees is a significant part of the restoration the area borders a park with an abundance of trees and any birds or bats displaced will have adequate alternative roosting places.
The site also offers some potential foraging and commuting habitat for local wildlife including bats and birds, the black redstart could be using the site for foraging or nesting.
The Tree Survey and Arboriculture statement lists the trees to be removed for restoration to occur, 68 of the over 900 trees along Castle Walkway will be removed.



  



SITE DESCRIPTION

1.1 The site is located on the North side of Selly Oak Park. 
1.2 The site is contains  building waste , garden waste, scrub, and trees and lies along side some mature trees and the grass land of Selly Oak Park
1.3 To the North of the site are the back gardens of houses along Reservoir road. 

2.0 METHODS

2.1 Information regarding historic species records and protected sites within a 1km radius of the site was gathered from the sources listed in below:

3.0 RESULTS

3.1 Detailed desktop survey information is presented at Appendix 1. It should be noted that the EcoRecord Biological Records are not comprehensive and an absence of records does not indicate the absence of protected species from the search area, however our survey work has sought to identify the existence of any protected species. Two additional reports have been prepared by Qualified Ecologist, one a Water Vole report (appendix 9a) and a Construction Ecology Management Report (Appendix 9b)

Protected sites
3.2 There are two Sites of Importance for Nature Conservation (SINCs) located within 1km of the site. These are Elm Road Pool noted for its large population of breeding amphibians and Stocks Wood which supports flora associated with ancient woodland sites.
3.3 There are also five Sites of Local Importance for Nature Conservation (SLINCs) within 1km. Bourn Brook which is designated due to its importance as a wildlife corridor, Land at Vincent Drive is an important area within an urban context, the pond off Bournbrook playing fields which supports amphibian populations with a good range of partly introduced aquatic plant species, Woodgate Valley a stretch of brook and adjacent habitats and Worcester and Birmingham canal (east of the site) noted for its flora and fauna and for its connectivity between sites.





3.4 The site would be classified as scrub and naturally regenerating woodland which is listed under the Birmingham and Black Country Biodiversity Action Plan (BAP).

Protected species and species of conservation concern
3.5 There are records of protected species within 1km of the site including bats (bat species, pipistrelle species, Daubenton’s bat, noctule bat and soprano pipistrelle bat). The closest records to the site are of bat species Chiroptera sp. (at  Selly Oak station). Other protected species located within 1km include hedgehog Erinaceus europaeus toad Bufo bufo (adger Meles meles and water vole Arvicola amphibius (in the Worcester and Birmingham canal).
3.6 Records of protected bird species were identified within. The only bird species of concern is black redstart. There are historical records of this species from 2003 of both mature and juvenile birds located near the site. Black redstart is also listed under the Birmingham and Black Country BAP.

Black Redstart
The black redstart is a small robin-sized bird that has adapted to live at the heart of industrial and urban centres. Its name comes from the plumage of the male, which is grey-black in colour with a red tail. With fewer than 100 breeding pairs in the UK, the black redstart is on the amber list of Birds of Conservation Concern.  Breeding birds occur mainly in urban areas of Greater London, Birmingham and the Black Country with a few pairs in Nottingham, Liverpool, Manchester and Ipswich, and the odd pair at cliff sites and power stations along the south coast between Suffolk and Dorset. There is a good spring passage of black redstarts through the UK and Ireland and they can turn up anywhere, but particularly at the coast. 
3.7. A full list of protected species and S41 habitats located within 1km of the site is provided in Appendix 1.

Connectivity with the wider landscape
3.8 The site has good connectivity to the surrounding environment along the Castle Walkway and the nearby Worcester and Birmingham Canal. The scattered trees around the site boundary also offer some commuting potential.


4.0 FLORA AND FAUNA
Flora - Invasive plants
4.1 	Japanese Knotweed   There is a small stand of Japanese Knot weed (5 to 10 sq meters) in the North West corner of the site, (approx. grid ref SP03588296). See Photo below. Japanese knotweed is listed on Schedule 9 of the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981 (as amended); Section 14(2) of this Act makes it an offence for any person to plant or otherwise cause to grow in the wild any plant included on Schedule 9. In the UK, the plant it is spread mainly through rhizome fragments or cut stems. The rhizome system may extend to, and beyond, a depth of at least 2m and extend 7m laterally from a parent plant. 
  		It does not appear that the Japanese knotweed stand is currently being treated with herbicide spray as part of the Council’s programme of grounds maintenance within the park, it will be clearer in the spring. Appropriate precautions will be taken if as part of the restoration work before the area is to be disturbed and it will be dealt with in accordance with good practice guidance, as set out in the EA’s Code of Practice. Any Japanese knotweed which is cut down or excavated and removed as part of the proposed restoration works will be appropriately disposed of (e.g. burnt on site, disposed of to licensed landfill). We will follow the Environment Agency’s Japanese knotweed Code of Practice which provides guidance on how to deal with JKW on development sites.

Fauna

Amphibians
4.2 There is water on this site in winter, the habitats within the site are possibly suitable to support amphibians, 

Bats
4.3 The old 220 year old bridge is considered suitable for bats.. Possibly there are bats living within the houses along reservoir road. Most of the trees that are proposed for removal are small, self-set trees, and as such would not be suitable for roosting bats. There are a few larger trees but no apparent gaps, cracks, crevices, dead wood etc which could be used by roosting bats.   We are aware of the legal protection afforded to bats and their roosts Bat Conservation Trust website . We would plan a further inspection of any mature trees not removed with the next two years, and a further inspection of the accommodation bridge if repair works do not commence within the next two years. If, at any stage of the works, bats are discovered, works should cease and advice will be sought from a licensed bat worker (Natural England bat licence holder). The action to be taken is detailed in appendix 9b 





Badger
4.4  The site contains features suitable to support badgers, and there are signs of badger foraging activity (snuffle holes and excavations) towards the western end of the project area, as well as well-worn mammal paths along the western half of the northern boundary of the project area and extending into a number of rear gardens of adjacent properties on Reservoir Road. There are no signs of any setts and it seems most likely that the peripheries of the park and rear gardens adjacent to the northern and western boundaries of the park are being visited by a small number of badgers (one or two) as part of their nocturnal foraging activity. To ensure that badgers do not become inadvertently trapped in excavations during their nocturnal travels, all excavations/trenches will be covered over at night, or ramped to provide an escape route. This measure would also minimise the likelihood of other nocturnal wildlife, such as foxes and muntjac deer (both of which are may be present in the park at night), from becoming trapped in excavations.
During the course of works, there will be a “watching brief” for new badger activity. We recognise that creating mounds of spoil, or exposing embankments will provide new opportunities for sett digging. If new setts are found within 30m of the working area, we will seek advice from a suitably qualified/experienced ecologist about how to proceed so as to ensure compliance with the legal protection afforded to badgers and their setts. Under the provisions of the Protection of Badgers Act 1992, we understand it is an offence to: wilfully kill, injure or take a badger intentionally or recklessly interfere with a badger sett by damaging or destroying a sett

Water vole
4.5 The Worcester and Birmingham Canal runs within 300 meters to the eastern boundary of the site and there are historic records (from 1997) of water vole in the canal. We would hope that restoration of the canal will encourage water voles 

Birds
4.6  The scattered trees, grassland and scrub provide foraging and nesting opportunities for a range of bird species, including S.41 species. In addition there are historical records of black redstart near the site. The work is proposed for August within the March to end of August  bird nesting season. We  will carry out a pre-clearance check for nesting birds immediately prior to commencement of works., and  an exclusion zone (of c. 3-5m) will be set up around any active nests, and no works would be allowed within this zone until the young birds had fledged and left the nest.

Reptiles
4.7  The site contains a small area of bare ground which offers limited basking potential however there is no suitable foraging on site and there is limited connectivity between the site and the nearest reptile records. Therefore there are no implications with regard to reptiles and the proposed development.

Fish
4.8  There are currently no fish, but with the reopening of the canal and link to the Worcester and Birmingham canal we would expect to introduce a thriving and diverse fish population, with roach as the dominant species. Other species expected would  included bleak (Alburnus albunus), chub (Leuciscus cephalus), bream (Abramis sp), common carp (Cyprinus carpio), crucian carp (Carassius carassius), mirror carp (Cyprinus carpio), rudd (Scardinius erythrophthalmus), gudgeon (Gobio gobio), ruffe (Gymnocephalus cernuus), tench (Tinca tinca), perch (Perca fluviatilis) and eel (Angilla anguilla). We would expect the park to be a very popular area for licensed fishing.






Dragonflies and damselflies
4.9  We expect the canal to attract a greater variety of insects. We hope to attract Four-spotted chaser (Libellula quadrimaculata), common blue damselfly (Enallagma cyathigerum), blue-tailed damselfly (Ischnura elegans) and banded demoiselle (Calopteryx splendens),  all have been recorded along local canals.

5.0 IMPLICATIONS OF RESTORATION  
5.1 The habitats present within the site are of moderate ecological value within the local area and offer suitable habitat for a number of common species. The most significant ecological features for local wildlife are the trees and scrub, which offer foraging and commuting potential to local bats and birds.
5.2 Trees, grassland and scrub within the site have the potential to support nesting birds. If any works (including pruning) are required to these features nesting birds must be considered. All nesting birds are protected under the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981 (as amended). There is no provision under the licensing system for destruction of nests to facilitate restoration, so there are potential implications for vegetation removal works with regard to nesting birds.
5.3 Black redstart have been identified historically on nearby sites and are a locally and nationally protected species.
5.4 There are currently no implications for development of the site regarding water vole, but we hope the restored canal will encourage the presence of water voles and other aquatic animals.
5.4 Generally we expect the changes made to increase Bio-diversity to the benefit of Park users.

ENV1) Conservation Strategy for Birmingham – “Regeneration through Conservation” Chapter 3 contains the City Council’s broad strategic policies towards the historic built environment and urban design. The City’s 28 existing conservation areas are also identified on the Proposals Map, and proposed conservation areas are allocated as proposals in the Plan. In addition, the policy on development affecting archaeological remains above contains more detailed guidance (a separate Archaeology Strategy is has also being been prepared
as Supplementary Planning Guidance – see below). The Conservation Strategy (SPG), revised in 1999, seeks to raise the profile of conservation in Birmingham, and identifies a series of policy objectives, which provide the foundation for this. The SPG also sets out
detailed guidance on listed buildings, the “local list,” conservation areas, historic landscapes, canals and archaeology.

ENV2) Nature Conservation Strategy for Birmingham Chapter 3 contains the City Council’s broad strategic policies towards nature conservation. The City’s two Sites of Special Scientific Interest (SSSIs) and forty one Sites of Interest for Nature Conservation (SINCs) are identified as proposals in the Plan. The Nature Conservation Strategy (SPG) builds on this policy context, providing more detailed guidance
on protecting and managing the natural environment resource. The SPG identifies the main habitats and features, and sets out detailed policies, principles and guidelines for nature conservation activity. It also includes a strategy for future work.

ENV3) Canalside Development in Birmingham - Design Guidelines Chapter 3 recognises the historic importance of the City’s canals, and their potential for tourism, recreation and leisure. This is also reflected in the Conservation Strategy (draft SPG). The general design policies in Chapter 3 also emphasise the need for all new developments to achieve a high standard of design and to respect the surrounding area. The
Canalside Development in Birmingham - Design Guidelines draft (SPG) is aimed at developers and designers, and will provide detailed urban design principles to guide development adjacent to canals. It will also include a character appraisal for each of the City’s canals, and guidance on appropriate uses for canalside settings, access arrangements, conservation issues, and the types of materials to be used in buildings,
towpaths and other canalside features.

ENV4) Birmingham Canals Action Plan Chapter 3 recognises the historic importance of the City’s canals, and their potential for tourism, recreation and leisure. Chapter 6 also recognises that the canals may have potential for the transportation of freight. The Birmingham Canals Action Plan will be a strategy for future environmental improvements to the canal network, and will identify the main principles and priorities for action. It will examine the scope for the use of canals for freight purposes, and will include detailed guidance on towpath improvements, interpretation, moorings, access, development opportunities, maintenance, safety, community involvement and other related issues.
